Fairtrade exportation bene�ts more than 70,000 small producers in the rural areas; and more than 2,000 
workers, in the certi�ed private companies, also have access to the bene�ts of this certi�cation. 
One of the main components is the cultural one which allows including numerous multiethnic communities. 
According to the Small producers’ organizations, 48% of their members are women.

SARDINeS
In Ecuador, the sardine industry went out of the hand 
of the tuna industry, that is to say, 40 years ago. The 
convergence of two marine currents, a unique 
phenomenon in this part of the continent, results in 
a better Ecuadorian sardine
Consistency, color and �avor of their meat, superior 
to that of other countries.
